Identify the parts of the Great Seal of the State of Nebraska and color the seal with 
the colors of Nebraska’s great seal and state flag.

1.	 At the top of the seal a banner holds the motto "Equality Before the Law." 
“Equality Before the Law” is the motto of Nebraska.  It means: 

2.	 Around the outer ring of the seal  is the text "Great Seal of the State of 
Nebraska, March 1st, 1867.  Why is this date important?

3.	 A train steams across the background.  
A steamboat plies the waters of the Missouri River 
A simple cabin and sheaves of harvested wheat

4.	 A blacksmith works at his anvil in the foreground .
What does this image symbolize (represent)?
